AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF ST. LEO,

FLORIDA, AMENDING SECTION 38-27(3) TO

DECREASE THE SPEED LIMIT ON WICHERS ROAD

AND ADDING A SUBSECTION (4) ESTABLISHING A

SPEED LIMIT FOR POMPANIC ROAD; PROVIDING

FOR FINDINGS OF FACT; AND PROVIDING AN

EFFECTIVE DATE.

A first reading of this ordinance occurred on September 14, 2009. At that
time inconsistencies were found with the actual speed limits in town and
the Code of Ordinances. Tonight a draft has been prepared with intent that
a second reading can be held during the March 8, 2010 meeting.

An update to the street sign study will begin in the near future, Copies of
the town sign code will be distributed in an effort to educate and correct
some current infractions. If needed, the code enforcement by the PCSO
will be requested.
